Métis Historical Landmarks and Geographical Locations in BC - Part One  

Reproduced by George and Terry Goulet, BCMF Historical Consultants 

The Métis first entered the lands now known as British Columbia over two hundred years ago as voyageurs with the great explor ers of the 

North West Company (NWC), Alexander Mackenzie, Simon Fraser and David Thompso n. The NWC wished to expand the fur trade west 

of the Rocky Mountains and to find an overland route to the Pacific Ocean.  

With Mackenzie they traveled to the Arctic Ocean in 1789 and to Dean Channel on the Pacific Ocean in 1793. In 1808 Simon Fraser and his 

men descended the treacherous rapids to the mouth of the river that was to bear his name. David Thompson and his crew found a 

navigable route in 1811 that would take them to the mouth of the mighty Columbia River with the waves of the Pacific Ocean po und ing 

on the shoreline. 

These NWC expeditions saw the establishment of supply depots and forts both east and west of the Continental Divide. Métis em ployees, 

with their country wives and children, were sent westward over the years because of the qualities an d abilities they possessed. In addition 

to their activities as voyageurs, fur traders and engagés, many Métis employees acted as guides and interpreters. 

M®tis men and women had a pervasive influence on significant aspects of British Columbiaõs pre-colonial and colonial history. They 

played a vital role in the early development and growth of its communities and commercial and economic activities. Many citie s and 

towns in the Province today evolved from the fur trade outposts and forts that the Métis helped to build for the fur companies.  

Early Métis pioneers paved the way for other Métis who over subsequent years would migrate to beautiful British Columbia and would 

also make it their home. Métis men, women and children have enriched this province with the r omantic and colorful aspects that are an 

intrinsic part of their culture, customs, traditions and heritage which they carry on t oday. In recognition of the role of the Métis people in 

the history of this Province, the Proclamation of the British Columbia G overnment dated May 26, 1993 perceptively stated: 

é. the M®tis culture, rich in spiritual beliefs and colourful traditions, is an integral part of British Columbiaõs multicultural character, and 

é. throughout history, M®tis citizens have made significant contributions to the development and success of Our Province 

1. AMELIA DOUGLAS GALLERY - NEW WESTMINISTER 

In 1824 when she was 12 years old, Amelia Connollyõs family came to the lands that were to become the Province of British Columbia. Her 

father William Connolly became the Chief Factor for the Hudsonõs Bay Company (HBC) at Fort St. James. 

At the age of 16 Amelia married James Douglas at that Fort. He later became the first Governor of the Colony of British Columbia and is 

considered the Father of British Columbia. In 1828 his young Métis country wife Amelia, with the help of Nancy McDougall Boucher, 

saved the life of James Douglas during the Kwah incident. Their actions in saving his life had a major influence on the futu re history of 

British Columbia. Amelia Connolly Douglas, the Métis Matriarch, was later to become the First Lady of British Columbia. In 1864 Lady 

Amelia was an honored guest at a testimonial banquet in New Westminster on the occasion of the retirement of Governor Douglas. The 

name of Amelia Connolly Douglas is remembered today in an eclectic art gallery named the Amelia Douglas Gallery. This Gallery is 

located at the New Westminster Campus of Douglas College at 700 Royal Avenue. Two geographical sites in British Columbia have also 

been named in her honor. They are located in Ballenas Channel off the east side of Vancouver Island between Nanaimo and Parksville, 

and are: 

Amelia Island, and  

Douglas Island. 

 

 
Best selling Métis historians, authors and public speakers GEORGE and TERRY GOULET, 

collaborated on The Trial of Louis Riel: Justice and Mercy Denied and co-authored The Metis: 

Memorable Events and Memorable Personalities, and The Métis in British Columbia: From Fur 

Trade Outposts to Colony. George Goulet practiced law for thirty-five years in Winnipeg, Vancouver 

and Calgary.  He holds a Master of Laws degree from the University of Toronto. Terry Goulet graduated 

from the University of Manitoba with a B.Sc. (H.Ec.) degree.  She has had an eclectic career as a 

research librarian, business woman, paralegal, editor and indexer for an international legal publishing 

company, and author and public speaker.

Fur trade stories have long been mired in neo-classic ideas that success or failure 

has been dependent on the ability of indigenous people to integrate into 

prevailing economic structures. I got thinking about my own work as a public 

historian on the BC fur trade history. I encountered the fur trade post to fur trade 

post thinking in my research. This idea was that anything and anyone outside the 

fur trade post is drawn to the core. In this view, these people out there beyond the 

reach of the fort were without an economy, had no history, nor political and legal 

systems that mattered. Accompanying this type o f thinking were ideas that a 

relatively empty land that settlers discovered was free to possess, and then others 

could be justifiably excluded in the process. 

These dependency themes and linear ideas of progress lingered on through early 

assimilation legislation, the BNA Act, and the Indian Act. The reality is that 

historical narratives of dependency still shape the terms of the dialogue to this day 

in Canada, including that of Métis people. Look at the recent Powley Supreme 

Court decision concerning Métis people. Métis authors and historians George and 

Terry Goulet recently took time in a blog to explain the problems surrounding the 

recent Powley decision. They argue that this narrow definition fails to take into 

account the different historical meanings concerning Métis communities. In their 

words, an historic M®tis community was primarily ôone of kinship, shared 

relationships, shared history, heritage and culture, way of life, mobility and other 

attributes.õ 

These rich complex stories yet to be unearthed suggest broader notions of 

exchange and point to historical agency. Agency is the power to choose, to shape 

and change oneõs own life and history. We see evidence of this in the 

groundbreaking work by the Gouletõs on the history of the M®tis in British 

Columbia, as Métis people interacted with their environments. We are all 

witnessing another kind of history slowly beginning to emerge from the margins 

in British Columbia that is shifting the terms of the relationship. This history is 

about a way of understanding each other and way of interacting with each other.  

Dependency narratives have had incredible explanatory power in Canadaõs past. 

Itõs time to begin a meaningful conversation. Governments know that there is a 

historical relationship and many cross over  ideas grounded in the idea of two 

nations, as well as a fiduciary obligation. What form will this shared history take 

for the Métis? Will the legislation we create simply be transitional in the 

prevailing notion of progress? How will Métis communities int egrate their values 

into Canadian society? Will this be a full basket of exchange and an ongoing 

dialogue? Will Métis and Canadians coexist more equitably in the public domain? 

How will a people and their past be represented? How do we even begin to 

reshape the way we think about Métis traditional knowledge?  

On the cusp of several nationally significant court cases concerning Métis people 

and a multifaceted crisis in BC Métis communities, the ongoing denial of a shared 

history in Canada is not a viable opti on. In my view, the British Columbia Métis 

Federation is well poised to invite governments, First Nations communities and 

other Canadians to seize the opportunity to participate in a ôfull history of the 

exchangeõ that can strengthen and affirm this country to its core.

The Nomadic Lifestyle of the 

Métis  

Bison hunting was an activity pursued by the 

19th century Métis which dominated their 

cultural consciousness for many decades. It was 

an integral part and central focus of their culture, 

economy and life way. Even after Métis people 

had begun farming or entered into commercial 

ventures, bison hunting remained an important 

pursuit until the late 19th century when the herds 

all but disappeared. 

Large scale bison hunting occurred in the 

summer and fall and often took families 

hundreds, if not thousands, of miles before 

returning to their small-scale farms. Because of 

this, crops might not be harvested. The bison 

hunt was seen as a much more important activity 

than farming, however, for many Métis families 

while, for others, farming was a complementary 

activity to bison hunting. In fact, a family might 

not return to their original community for 

several seasons or years because of the duration 

of the bison hunt and the distance they travelled. 

The bison hunting camps involved many people. 

In the highly organized hunts, which provided 

pemmican for the settlements and trading 

companies, several hundred people would take 

part. One such camp noted in historical records, 

in the fall of 1825, included 60 lodges near a 

river. There were 300 horses and more than 100 

oxen which were employed in transporting fire-

wood, spare axles, lodge poles, drying frames 

and hide stretchers and the spoils of the hunt.  

Following the bison required a nomadic or semi-

nomadic lifestyle because the herds moved from 

pasture to pasture depending on the season. 

Different species of grasses matured at different 

rates in different regions, and as the herds 

finished grazing in one area they would move to 

the area where the feed was coming into the 

desired state of maturity.
